se je na motive in simbole hrepenenja, Sibkosti in skusnjave, ki jih v njihovi notranji
povezanosti pred tem projektom Se nih¢e ni nacrtno raziskoval, ¢eprav sodijo med temeljne
eksistencialne in druzbeno relevantne dejavnike CEloveske identitete, kulture, znanosti in
umetnosti.

V okviru projekta »Slovensko slovstvo v neznanih rokopisih med reformacijo in romantiko«
je leta 2015 pripravila kriti¢ni prepis Poljanskega rokopisa »Jezusovo Zivljenje v sto postavah«
iz 17. st. (vec kot 700 str.), ki sodi med pomembne Se neobjavljene rokopisne dokumente v
slovenskem baroénem slovstvu. S primerjavo starih rokopisov je odkrila, da je slovensko
besedilo nedvomno geneti¢no povezano z eno monumentalnih baro¢nih izdaj o Jezusovem
Zivljenju nemskega kapucinskega patra Martina von Cohema (1634-1712). Poljanski rokopis
je vdveh Studijah prvi¢ umestila v tradicijo besedilnih zvrsti Vitae Christi in Planctus Mariae, ki
sta bili razsirjeni v Evropi od srednjega veka dalje.

IX. IZJEMNI DOSEZKI PRI PUBLIKACIJAH TER NJIHOVA KULTURNA RELEVANTNOST

Dr. Irena Avsenik Nabergoj se Studijsko izpopolnjuje v tujini, predvsem na Univerzi v
Cambridgeu v Angliji (kot »Visiting Scholar«). Med temami, ki se jim Se posebej posveca, so
tematika ljubezni, resni¢nosti, resnice in lepote v Svetem pismu in literaturi; Zenski liki v
Svetem pismu in literaturi; podobe Judov v slovenski in evropski knjizevnosti ter v gledaliski,
filmski, glasbeni in likovni umetnosti; raziskovanje opusa Ivana Cankarja in knjizevnosti
slovenske moderne, raziskovanje motiva Lepe Vide v slovenskem ljudskem izroCilu in
knjizevnosti ter vzporednice v evropskem ljudskem izroCilu in literaturi; raziskovanje tematike
hrepenenja, Sibkosti, preizkusnje in skuSnjave od mitoloSkega in folklornega izrocila do
literature; literarnoteoretske, literarnozgodovinske in komparativne raziskave; raziskave
povezav med literarno, likovno, glasbeno, gledalisko, filmsko in plesno umetnostjo
(intertekstualnost, intermedialnost). Posveca se tudi raziskavam svetopisemskih besedil, zlasti
Stare zaveze; teoloskim, kulturnozgodovinskim in religioloskim temam ter filozofskim,
eti¢nim, estetskim in primerjalnim vidikom v raziskavah literature.

Scholars Publishing 1, Vandenhoeck & Ruprecht 1) in 6 slovenskih znanstvenih monografij ter

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Member of the organizing committee for the I0SOT World Bible Congress, attended by
hundreds of researchers and professors from the entire world (Ljubljana 2007).

In 2017 the Presidency of the Republic of Slovenia chose her to head the organizing committee
for the preparation of cultural events at the state level on the occasion of the 100th
anniversary (2018) of the death of Ivan Cankar, the greatest Slovene writer.

Co-moderated at the symposium Humanism and the Humanities at SAZU, at which members
of the Slovenian Academy of Sciences and Arts presented (Ljubljana 2015).

Led the expert group responsible for the language and literary style for the new Slovenian
translation of the Bible (5 books to date, 2010-2017).

Led a round table on ecumenical dialogue, with Bible translators as participants (Maribor
2014).

Main instructor of many subjects at the undergraduate and graduate levels at the UNG’s
Faculty of Arts in the area of Literary Studies, for which she has also put together the syllabi
(Literary theory, etc.).

At TEOF UL she has prepared many courses at the BA, MA and doctoral levels (“Spiritual
Literature: Ethics, Aesthetics and Rhetoric”; “Ethics and Literature”; “The Influence of the Bible
on Culture”; “The World of Myths and Comparative Studies on Biblical Motives in Literature”;
Reality, “Truth and Beauty in Literature and Literary Criticism”, etc.).

Since 2017, she is the editor for the field of religions and theology at the New Slovenian
Biographical Lexicon.

The New Slovenian Biographical Lexicon is the Slovenian national biographical lexicon
and one of the main projects of the ZRC SAZU and the ZRC SAZU, Institute of Cultural
History. It is a continuation of the Slovenian Biographical Lexicon, which was published
in the years 1925-1991. In the extended descriptions, it represents the most
prominent Slovenian and Slovenian-related figures from all historical periods up to the
present. Since 2009, the New Slovenian Biographical Lexicon is also available on the
web portal Slovenian Biography. The creators of the New Slovenian Biographical
Lexicon follow an established research approach in the field of biographical studies.
Resulting articles are based on proven facts and structure comparable to the Central
European tradition of the biographical lexica. In addition to detailed factual data on
birth, schooling and employment, the articles contain cultural and historical placement
of personalities in space and time. The authors of the articles are experts in the fields
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of activities which designate personalities, included in the New Slovenian Biographical
Lexicon. This enables a credible evaluation of their work.

Descriptions (selection):

The candidate successfully led the research project “Origins and transformations of motifs
and symbols in literature and languages”, the aim of which was the literary analysis of
particularly well-known texts from antiquity to the present which include the same or similar
literary patterns. She focussed on the motifs and symbols of longing, weakness and
temptation; these had not previously been studied in-depth, even though they are
fundamental to the existential and social factors of human identity, culture, science and art.

Within the project “Slovenian Literature in Unknown Early Modern Manuscripts”, she
prepared, in 2015, a critical transcription of the Poljanski manuscript “Jesus’s Life in a Hundred
Figures” from the 17th century (over 700 pages), which is among the most important
unpublished Slovenian Baroque manuscripts. Comparing it with other manuscripts, she
discovered that the Slovenian text is undoubtedly genetically linked with another monumental
Baroque edition, namely, a life of Jesus by Martin von Cohem (1634-1712). In two studies, she
first placed Poljanski manuscript within the tradition of the Vitae Christi and Planctus Mariae
text type that has been spread throughout Europe since the Middle Ages.

IX. EXCEPTIONAL ACHIEVEMENTS IN PUBLICATIONS AND THEIR CULTURAL RELEVANCE

Irena Avsenik Nabergoj is broadening her knowledge abroad, mainly at the University of
Cambridge in England (as a "Visiting Scholar"). Among the topics she is particularly concerned
with are the themes of love, reality, truth and beauty in the Bible and in Literature; female
characters in the Bible and in Literature; images of Jews in Slovene and European literature
and in theater, film, music and fine arts; exploration of lvan Cankar's oeuvre and literature of
Slovene modernity, exploration of the motif of Beautiful Vida in Slovene folk tradition and
literature, and parallels in European folk tradition and literature; exploring themes of longing,
weakness and temptation from mythological and folklore traditions to literature; literary
theory, literary history and comparative research; research of the links between literature,
fine arts, music, theater, film and dance (intertextuality, intermediality). She also focuses on
Bible studies, especially the Old Testament; theological, cultural and religious topics, as well
as philosophical, ethical, aesthetic and comparative aspects in literature research.
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Since 2004, when she achieved her first doctorate, the candidate has published 5 English-
language (Peter Lang 3, Cambridge Scholars Publishing 1, Vandenhoeck Ruprecht 1) and 6
Slovenian-language scientific monographs and numerous Slovenian and English scientific
studies.

She participates in the scholarly community by providing and presenting lectures and papers
in Slovenia and abroad (University in lasi, Rumania 2014; University of Toulon, France 2015;
University of Calabria, Italy 2014; Charles University in Prague, Czech Republic 2009, 2018;
University of Udine, Italy 2009; University of Klagenfurt 2015 and University of Graz 2015,
Austria; at congresses in Hungary 2009; in Croatia 2007, 2009, 2010 etc.).

As a member of AATSEEL, she takes part regularly at annual congresses in the USA (8) and
Canada (1); as a member of IMS she takes part in IMC congresses in England (University of
Leeds, 5—-2010, 2011, 2015, 2016, 2017, 2018, 2019), as member of ISCH, she participated in
the ISCH congress in Sweden (Umea University, 2017). As a member of I0SOT, she attended
the Aberdeen (Scotland) Congress in 2019.

Her expanded second dissertation has been published at the publishing house of the Slovenian
Academy of Sciences and Arts 2018 under the title “Images of Reality, Truth and Love in the
Bible and Literature” (747 pages). In 2018 she prepared for publication her third book of the
trilogy about Jews in European history, literature and culture under the title “The Experience
of Suffering and Death in Jewish Poetic Tradition in Literature of Holocaust”. She participates
also in media and in public cultural events.
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
